  Nursing Faculty E-Health Award 2012

The Canadian Association of Schools of Nursing (CASN) is pleased to announce the creation of the Nursing Faculty E-Health Award. This award is a component of the CASN-Canada Health Infoway - Nurses in Training project aimed at preparing nursing students to practice in modern, technology-enabled clinical environments when they graduate. The Nursing Faculty E-Health Award recipient will be a faculty member from a Canadian school of nursing who demonstrates exceptional leadership and commitment to e-Health[1] in nursing education.  The award and $2,000 will be presented annually for the next two years at CASN’s National Council meeting.

Criteria
Nominations should demonstrate the breadth of the nominee’s leadership and commitment to effectively and efficiently integrating the use of information and communication technologies, information and knowledge management, and related professional and regulatory accountability into pedagogical materials.  The successful candidate will have demonstrated an exceptional contribution in e-health through:

· Curriculum development/renewal,

· Creation of innovative educational programs,

· Faculty development,

· Development of enabling policies, and/or

· Other mechanisms that would encourage the incorporation of e-Health in nursing education.
Recognition 
The award recipient will be recognized through a variety of means, including: 

· $2,000 award 

· National recognition at the CASN Council meeting 

· Recognition in a press release and other communications related to the awards program and conference 

Candidate

Any faculty member at a Canadian school of nursing may be nominated or can apply for this award (i.e., faculty who incorporate  e-Health in nursing education). 
Submission Guidelines
One copy of the nomination and supporting documents are to be submitted electronically by October 5th, 2012 to Kristine Crosby at: kcrosby@casn.ca.  Please include the following with the nomination:

· Current curriculum vitae of the nominee,

· The completed nomination form, and

· A letter of support for the nomination from the Dean and a second letter of support with a clear statement about the nominee’s achievements and why he or she is recommended.

Selection Process

Completed applications will be reviewed by a Selection Committee comprised of representatives from the CASN-Infoway project Task Force. The Committee will only consider applications which are completed in full.

Nominators should receive a confirmation email from CASN within 72 hours of their submission.  If you do not receive a confirmation email, please contact Kristine Crosby at: kcrosby@casn.ca.

The final awardee will be notified on or before October 25th, 2012. 
[1] Broadly defined, e-Health is the use of information and communication technologies, and innovation to improve or enable health and health care.
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
