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Details of the CASN Pat Griffin Nursing Education Research Scholar position – Nomination and expectations of Scholar

Scholar Details:

· A $10,000.00 annual grant to a named Scholar who is recommended by the Standing Committee on Research and Scholarship.

· The intent is to support and promote nursing education research through inquiry, mentorship, and dissemination.  

· A minimum of $2,000 of these monies must be utilized to attend an external nursing conference to promote nursing education research through the dissemination of a nursing education project

· The Scholar will provide a lecture that is titled “The Pat Griffin Annual Lecture” at CASN Council in the year of selection. This lecture would feature nursing education research and address the scholar’s program of research in nursing education.

· The funds will be transferred to the research services of the recipient’s institution, and be accounted for under the institutional protocol for administering research funds.

· A report of the use of the funds will be made to CASN by March 31 of the subsequent year of award. Unused funds at March 31 will be returned to CASN.

Submission/Nomination Documentation

Individuals must be nominated in writing by a member of CASN.  The nomination should identify the individual by name, title and school/faculty.  A one to three page document presenting a description of the nursing education research accomplishments of the nominee, including evidence of research excellence such as funding obtained, publications and presentations, and application of research findings in nursing education, nursing education administration or nursing education policy development, as well as details of continuing research should be included. Examples of leadership in nursing education research, and of interdisciplinary and mentorship may also be included.  

Selection Process

The Standing Committee on Research and Scholarship will review the nominations and present a recommendation for the recipient to the CASN Board of Directors by mid-October of each year. The committee may also decide not to award the scholar position in any given year.
